Insurance Coverage.

They will want to tell you about more of their products. Whether you buy some or not or even want to talk to them about it is up to you. Whatever you do, this will not change what you are now covered under. This is a great recruitment and retention tool.

One of my next projects will be getting our spouses covered under the same type policy.

Address Change

Many of the RGC members have already benefited from our new insurance. International made the labels from its current RGC roster. We now know who is not getting newsletters and mail from International. Out of the 1,580 letters sent out we received 70 letters back with bad addresses. Of that 70 we are down to 5 needing correction. One is too many. It has become very important to let me or RGC Secretary Gary Keeter know the name and address of your new members. This way they can get the same Insurance coverage and International information that the rest of the RGC Blue Knights get right from the start. Annual renewal is also a good time to confirm the personal information of all members to ensure that they continue to receive all of their benefits. 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   First off, I would like to thank the members of the fastest growing conference in Blue Knights International for honoring me with the position of Vice-Chairman. I am walking in some mighty big shoes following our illustrious Chairman, Ken Reeves. He has been an inspiration to us all while serving as Vice-Chairman. 


This was a rough RGC for riders as we had several incidents. As many of you know, I was involved in one of the major crashes. Thank you to everyone for your thoughts and prayers. The crash was caused by a young woman who either “Did not see” us, or “Thought she could make it”. We were riding in a group of five bikes in staggered formation. She tried a left turn in front of us. I T-boned her car on the passenger door. My Ultra Classic went from 40-0 instantly. I, however, went another 35 feet. My Chapter Sgt.-At-Arms, was directly behind me. He said I went straight up, then head over heels. I landed on my head and shoulder. If I had not been wearing a helmet, I have no doubt that I would not be writing this article. The Blue Knights International Constitution states that one of the purposes of Blue Knights is, “to promote by example... safe use, operation and enjoyment of motorcycles” and recommends helmet use.  My home chapter, Texas XXXIV, goes a step further. We require helmets to be worn when wearing colors or participating in a club sanctioned ride. My point here is to encourage each of you to wear appropriate safety equipment when riding. How many times have you seen people wearing shorts, flip flops, and a do-rag or ball cap while riding?  It might not kill you, but life might not be so worthwhile if you are in a crash and not wearing appropriate clothing or a helmet. During my stay in the hospital in Tyler, the guy next to me was a rider. He hit a dog and now has three metal plates in his head because he was not wearing a helmet. I heard several of his friends and family lamenting that his memories and personality were altered. Having been though a severe crash and the beginning of rehab, keep in mind those who have to care for you in the aftermath of a crash.  


I realize this article may seem more of a safety officer's, but I want each and every one of you to continue in good health to help this organization remain the best motorcycle club in existence and to continue to grow. We need to be the largest conference by 2012 when the International Convention comes to Tyler. 


Our Chairman and I both want to tell every one of you that it is NOT necessary to have a near fatal crash as a requirement for the office of Vice-Chairman or any other board position.

I have ordered my new motorcycle and am waiting on the kind folks in Milwaukee to finish building it so I can resume riding.

I hope that the Chapter Presidents have shared with their members the information that has been passed to Ken Reeves about the turmoil among the International Board. If not, please do so.                              Greetings to the Rio Grande Conference, 

   The following is from the Board of Directors Meeting that was held September 23rd, 2010:

   A motion was made to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2010 International Board meeting, but it was discovered that none of the board had received those minutes.  International Secretary Peter D was on the road traveling, and had emailed the minutes to the International Vice President, Pat Fox, who did not send them out.  As a result, they will not be approved until the next meeting.

   Under old business, there were questions about the incident involving our International President, and the office staff brought up by BOG Chairman Bob Seeyle, but he withdrew his questions because the questions had been answered, but it was never discussed by whom, nor where the answers revealed. 

   When the issue of the investigation was brought up, the International President ordered the conversation into executive session, meaning the ENTIRE conversation was not on official record, and NOTHING can be said of the content of what was said.

   There was a motion to approve the investigative team expenses and current legal expenses surrounding the recent internal investigation, and that motion was approved but not unanimously.  The International Treasurer stated that as of mid September that $1700 has spent on legal fees on the "investigation" involving the International President, and the office staff. More legal fees are expected, but the International Treasurer could not give any estimates on who much? Also, NO travel expense vouchers have been turned in since June, so the International Treasurer does not know how much that bill will be. I raised concerns about signing a blank check without knowing how much will be spent, but fell on deaf ears to the International President, International Vice President, and International Treasurer. 

   Agenda Items 2010-008 and 2010-009 were tabled by GLRC International Rep John Gordon. 

   Agenda Item 2010-010 was passed by the board.  Meeting minutes from the International and the Board of Governors must now be published in a timely manner.

   The next Blue Knights News will be out soon, and the edition will contain 64 pages, 32 of which will be the new sales catalogue.  It will also contain the campaign fliers for the candidates running for office at the International level.

   The current numbers for the Rio Grande Conference is 49 Chapters & 1579 members making us the 6th largest conference in the Blue Knights.

   The next meeting will be held on November 18, 2010 at 5:00 PM EST. If you have any questions or comments for me, please feel free to contact me.

   In closing the International Election ballots will be coming out, and I am candidate for International Vice President. I am asking for your vote and support.
